In addition to the ongoing water projects, this summer has proven to be a very busy construction season here in 
McKownville.  Demolition of the houses on Sandidge Way has been completed and Dawn Homes has begun 
site work for the construction of seven five-story apartment buildings along Fuller Road.  The CoreLife restau-
rant building at 1229 Western Avenue next to the University entrance is completed and is now open for busi-
ness.  The former Passonno Paints building has been demolished to make way for a new urgent care and dental 
facility, necessitating the removal of the Barbers’ farm stand for the remainder of the season.  We look forward 
to seeing them back in McKownville next year!   

Many thanks to Wallace Auto Care for kindly offering to allow the Barbers to relocate across the street at 1436 
Western Avenue.  Between the closure of McKown Road and the limited space available that just wasn’t a prac-
tical solution.  
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
