Randel map of 1805 shows the Five Mile House as "Daniel Woodworth's Tavern". William McKown held the lease from 1786 to 1808, so it is likely he hired his wife's  brother-in-law Daniel, or sublet the old Tavern to him, while McKown was running his new Hotel and Tavern on the Great Western Turnpike.
